Allotments

The tenant of Plot 2¢ has indicated he can no longer manage the
allotment and at the same time a local resident contacted the Clerk
to express an interest in an allotment. The Councillors present
agreed this would be an ideal solution.

Speeding
An email has been received from the Primary School expressing

grave concerns about the increase in speeding cars and two near
misses. The Parish Council agreed this is a major issue for the
village and should be discussed at the Annual Parish Meeting.

Public Intervention

The Chairman asked if any of the 4 members of the public would
like to speak but only Mr Knot wished to speak.

Prior to the meeting Mr Knot had asked if he could speak about the
possibility of having a Multi Use Games Area (MUGA) on the Sports
Fields. Mr Knot is a member of the Baptist Church which use the
Sports Fields and Pavilion regularly for football and netball. He
explained he has been contacted by a number of people who would
like to see the range of activities available for young and older
people in the village extended and he believes a MUGA would be
the ideal solution. The MUGA would provide a multi-purpose facility
for all ages and all types of games. The approximate cost would be
£50k and grants are available from Sports England and other
organisations.

Clir Griggs said a MUGA had been discussed at the last Parish
Council meeting following an email from Mr Knot and Councillors
were generally in favour of the suggestion. Potential issues would
be finances and resources and he suggested forming a Working
Party to look at the potential for raising money and the resources
which would be needed. It was agreed that local ‘buy-in” would be
needed before the project could go ahead and should be discussed
at the Annual Parish Meeting.

It was agreed that further consideration was required and the
Parish Council will report back to Mr Knot.
